	             A new Generation in Cambodia

Pol Pot, and the Khmer Rouge were driven out of the Cambodian Capital, Phnom Penh, 30 years ago.  But the civil war that followed has only been over for  approximately 10 years.   The Khmer Rouge murdered one Cambodian out of every four.  Educated people were targeted.  Teachers were enemies of the State.   The education system was totally dismantled.  Books were burned; schools were turned into prisons. 

Now, a new generation of Cambodians have literally risen from the ashes.  But children emerge from infancy to find no school available for them.  They have no aogaah (opportunity).   They are doomed to live a lifetime without sanitation, medical care or even a possibility of meaningful employment.  They have no knowledge of bacteria, no knowledge of social justice and no knowledge of human rights.  They can not read.  They can not make simple business/occupational calculations.
